TARIFF

ON THE FEES COLLECTED BY EXECUTIVE AGENCY NATIONAL FILM CENTER 

PURSUANT TO THE FILM INDUSTRY ACT

Adopted by Ordinance № 104 of the Council of Ministers, promulgated in the State Gazette, issue 48, 4th of June 2004, amended in SG issue 51 of 2005, SG issue 14 

of 2006, SG issue 43 of 2008, SG issue 6 of 2012, last amendment SG issue 21,

Art. 1. (1) The following fees shall be collected for registration in the Unified Public Register pursuant to Art. 19, paragraph 1 of the Film Industry Act:
 1. for Bulgarian film producer – BGN 240.00;

 2. for film distributor in the Republic of Bulgaria – BGN 240.00;
 3. for any person, exhibiting films on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria – BGN 240.00; 
 4. for cinema theatre – BGN 240.00;
 5. for film production being made by foreign producers on the territory of Republic of Bulgaria, including co-productions with Bulgarian producers:
        a) documentary or animation film productions – BGN 300.00; 
        b) feature film production having term of production in the Republic of Bulgaria up to one month – BGN 1500.00; 
        c) animation series production – BGN 1500.00; 
        d) feature film production having term of production in the Republic of Bulgaria more than one month – BGN 3000.00.

(2) For entry of any changes in the data subject to registration, a fee amounting to BGN 24.00 shall be collected.  
        


Art. 2. For issuance of visa for film distribution and / or exhibition on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria the following fees shall be collected:
1. for distribution and / or exhibition in a cinema theatre  

        a) film category A, B, C, D - BGN 100.00; 
        b) film category X - BGN 150.00; 
2. for distribution and / or exhibition on a video tapes and / or DVD or any other tapes
        a) film category A, B, C, D - BGN 80.00; 
        b) film category X - BGN 150.00; 
           Art. 3. For any project’s application for financial support from the Agency the following fees are collected: 

1. for creating of any Bulgarian film, of Bulgarian films connected with national events and anniversaries of prominent filmmakers, any films co-productions with countries, parties to the European Convention on 
Cinematographic Co-production or any other countries with which the Republic of Bulgaria has entered into agreements in the field of film industry and audio vision,  any films subject to co-production with the Bulgarian National Television or with any other nationwide television operator, and of any Bulgarian debut film: 
        a) (amended in SG issue 21, 1st of March 2013) full-length film – BGN 690.00, of which BGN 460.00 upon submission of the project for consideration by a creative committee and BGN 230.00 upon approval of the project for consideration by a financial committee;
        b) (amended in SG issue 21, 1st of March 2013) short film – BGN 690.00, of which BGN 460.00 upon submission of the project for consideration by a creative committee and BGN 230.00 upon approval of the project for consideration by a financial committee;
2. (amended in SG issue 21, 1st of March 2013) for project preparation, including for film script development, for a Bulgarian film or any film subject to international co-production with Bulgarian participation – BGN 690.00, of which BGN 460.00 upon submission of the project for consideration by a creative committee and BGN 230.00 upon approval of the project for consideration by a financial committee.
3. (amended in SG issue 21, 1st of March 2013) for distribution and exhibition of any Bulgarian film or any film created subject to co-production with European or any other countries with which the Republic of Bulgaria has entered into agreements in the field of film industry – BGN 250.00

4. for promotion of any Bulgarian films at national and international festivals, film weeks and retrospectives of Bulgarian cinema – BGN 250.00
        

       
Art. 4. (1) For issuance of duplicate copy of registration certificate a fee of BGN 5.00 shall be collected. 

(2) For any written verification on the presence or absence of entry into the Register without issuance of any certificate a fee of BGN 5.00 shall be collected. 
        

       
Art. 5. (amended in SG issue 21, 1st of March 2013) (1) In the events when registration has been denied or any application for financing has not been approved, the fee collected shall not be refunded. 

(2) (new - SG issue 21, 1st of March 2013) When the fee has been paid but there are still irregularities to be eliminated and / or additional data to be submitted, a second fee shall not be required.
        



Art. 6. The fees shall be paid to the account of Executive Agency National Film Center as follows: 
1. for registration applications – upon their submission; 

2. (new - SG issue 21, 1st of March 2013) for issuance of visa – upon application;

3. (new - SG issue 21, 1st of March 2013) for project application under Art. 3:

        a) for project consideration by a creative committee – upon project submission;
        b) for project consideration by a financial committee – upon project approval.

4. (amended in SG issue 21, 1st of March 2013) for issuance of duplicates or verification – upon request therefore. 
 

FINAL PROVISIONS

       
§ 1. This Tariff has been adopted on the grounds of Art.25 and Art.26, paragraph 8 of the Film Industry Act and Art.1 in connection with Art.4, letter ‘o’ of the State Fees Act.  
      
§ 2. The Minister of Culture shall give instructions on the application of the Tariff.

§ 3. With regard to any pending proceedings for which all fees under the Tariff on the Fees Collected by Executive Agency National Film Center pursuant to the Film Industry Act have been paid up to the entry into force of this Ordinance, no additional fees shall be due. 
      
§ 5. This Ordinance shall enter into force on the day of its promulgation in the State Gazette (prom. in SG issue 21 of 2013, in force as of 1st of March 2013).
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
